The State Agency on Intellectual Property (AGEPI) participated on December 18, 2025, in the
Workshop “From Heritage to Local Opportunities for Communities in the Stefan Voda District:
Between GIAHS, Traditional Products and Cluster Ideas”, which took place in the village of Rascaieti,
Stefan Voda district, organized by AO Gradina Moldovei, in partnership with local authorities and
development partners.

The purpose of the event was to explore the potential for local economic development by using the
agri-food heritage and traditional agricultural practices in the territory of the Valea Nistrului de Jos
GAL, in the context of its nomination process within the GIAHS program (Globally Important
Agricultural Heritage Systems), supported by FAO.

The workshop brought together representatives of local public administration, non-governmental
organizations, local producers, agroecology experts, international partners (including UNDP and
FAO), as well as representatives of central authorities.

AGEPI was represented by Ms. Victoria Pulbere, Deputy Head of the Trademarks and Industrial
Design Directorate, who gave a presentation dedicated to the theme “Protection of Geographical
Indications (Gls), Appellations of Origin (AOs) and Traditional Specialities Guaranteed (TSGs) in the
Republic of Moldova”. During the intervention, the connections between the Gl and TSG protection
system and rural development initiatives focused on the valorization of traditional products were
highlighted. At the same time, the participants benefited from relevant informative materials,
provided by AGEPI, aimed at supporting the understanding and application of these protection
mechanisms.

The event ended with a joint reflection session, focused on defining the next steps to be taken to
achieve the set objectives. These included the development of a roadmap for “Phase 1 Stefan Voda”
and the identification of initiatives aimed at strengthening local economic networks. At the same
time, the importance of stimulating the potential of clusters around traditional products was
emphasized, as a means of supporting sustainable development and valorizing cultural heritage.

La 18 decembrie 2025, Agentia de Stat pentru Proprietatea Intelectuala (AGEPI) a participat la
atelierul de lucru ,,De la patrimoniu la oportunitati locale pentru comunitatile din raionul Stefan Voda:
intre GIAHS, produse traditionale si idei de clustere”, care s-a desfasurat in satul Rascaieti, raionul
Stefan Voda, fiind organizat de AO Gradina Moldovei, in parteneriat cu autoritatile locale si parteneri
de dezvoltare.

Scopul evenimentului a fost de a explora potentialul de dezvoltare economica locala prin
valorificarea patrimoniului agroalimentar si a practicilor agricole traditionale din teritoriul GAL Valea
Nistrului de Jos, Tn contextul procesului de nominalizare a acestuia in cadrul programului GIAHS
(Sisteme importante ale patrimoniului agricol mondial), sustinut de FAO.

Atelierul a reunit reprezentanti ai administratiei publice locale, ai organizatiilor neguvernamentale,
producatori locali, experti in agroecologie, parteneri internationali (inclusiv UNDP si FAO), precum si
reprezentanti ai autoritatilor centrale.

AGEPI a fost reprezentata de doamna Victoria Pulbere, sefa adjuncta a Directiei marci si design
industrial, care a sustinut o prezentare dedicata temei , Protectia indicatiilor geografice (1G),
denumirilor de origine (DO) si specialitatilor traditionale garantate (STG) in Republica Moldova”. in
cadrul interventiei, au fost evidentiate conexiunile dintre sistemul de protectie a IG si STG si
initiativele de dezvoltare rurala axate pe valorificarea produselor traditionale. Totodata, participantii
au beneficiat de materiale informative relevante, oferite de AGEPI menite sa sprijine intelegerea si
aplicarea acestor mecanisme de protectie.

Evenimentul s-a incheiat cu o sesiune de reflectie comuna, axata pe definirea pasilor urmatori care
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trebuie facuti pentru atingerea obiectivelor trasate. Printre acestea s-au regasit elaborarea unei foi
de parcurs pentru ,Faza 1 Stefan Voda” si identificarea unor initiative menite sa consolideze retelele
economice locale. Totodata, s-a subliniat importanta stimularii potentialului de clustere in jurul
produselor traditionale, ca mijloc de sustinere a dezvoltarii durabile si a valorificarii patrimoniului
cultural.
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
