Sistemul national de proprietate intelectuala din Re-
publica Moldova constituie un sistem complex si di-
namic, fiind axat In permanenta pe oferirea celui mai
fnalt nivel de protectie a drepturilor de PI. Din aceste
considerente, eforturile permanente depuse pentru a
asigura evolutia acestui domeniu vizeaza in mod prio-
ritar dezvoltarea si consolidarea componentelor sale
de baza si a interactiunii eficiente a acestora: cadrul
normativ, cadrul institutional si insisi beneficiarii sis-
temului (titularii drepturilor exclusive de PI).

Actualmente, cadrul juridic national din domeniul PI
este in concordanta atat cu normele internationa-
le, cat si cu cele ale Uniunii Europene, pentru a asi-
gura reglementarea corespunzatoare a inregistrarii,
protectiei juridice, valorificarii obiectelor de proprieta-
te intelectuald, dar si asigurarii drepturilor de PI.

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Normative Activity in the Field
of Intellectual Property Protection

The national intellectual property system of the Re-
public of Moldova is a complex and dynamic system,
being permanently focused on providing the highest
level of protection of IP rights. For these reasons, the
ongoing efforts to ensure the evolution of this field
are primarily aimed at developing and strengthening
its core components and their effective interaction:
the regulatory framework, the institutional frame-
work and the beneficiaries of the system themselves
(holders of exclusive IP rights).

Currently, the national legal framework in the field
of IP is in line with both international and European
Union norms, in order to ensure proper regulation
of registration, legal protection, use of intellectual
property objects, and also enforcement of IP rights.
At the same time, the process of consolidating the
legislation is a continuous one, in order to face the
permanent changes generated by the evolution of
the reference field both at international and national
level.

Thus, in 2021, AGEPI carried out a series of activi-
ties aimed at consolidating the national regulatory
framework governing the field of IP. Accordingly, the
improvement of the intellectual property legislation
aimed at both the elaboration of new normative ini-

Acesta are menirea de a oferi un grad ridicat de
protectie autorilor si titularilor de drepturi de autor si
conexe, prin instituirea unui cadru legal care acorda
posibilitatea valorificarii operelor si altor obiecte pro-
tejate de aceste drepturi, de a stabili un mecanism clar

draft normative acts started, in order to ensure the
successful fulfillment of the commitments assumed
under the international agreements to which the Re-
public of Moldova is a party, and also of the policy
documents implemented at national level.

With a view to develop the IP protection system, a
number of draft normative acts were initiated during
the reference period, including:

»  Draft Law on Copyright
and Related Rights

The draft normative act is elaborated in order to har-
monize the provisions of the legislation in this field
with the regulations of the relevant acquis commu-
nautaire, thus being transposed a number of Euro-
pean directives. It is intended to provide a high level
of protection to authors and holders of copyright and
related rights, by establishing a legal framework al-
lowing the use of works and other objects protected
by these rights, to establish a clear mechanism for the
collection, distribution and payment of remuneration
by collective management organizations and respon-
sibility of all parties involved in this process, as well as
to increase the degree of transparency in the activity
of collective management organizations.

The draft law was developed with the assistance of the
expert from the European Union Project “Support for
Structured Policy Dialogue, Coordination of the Im-
plementation of the Association Agreement and En-
hancement of the Legal Approximation Process”, Irina
Lucan-Arjoca, being organized over 40 working meet-
ings in this respect. At the same time, given the com-
plexity of the project, in order to explain in more detail
the practical aspects and provisions of the acquis com-
munautaire transposed in the Draft Law on Copyright
and Related Rights, during 2021, several rounds of
public consultations were organized thereon with the
representatives of the collective management organi-
zations, the business environment and the creative
unions.

Modificarile primordiale ale actului normativ vizeaza
procedura de acordare a licentelor obligatorii pentru
anumite produse sau procedee din diverse domenii
tehnologice, protejate prin brevet de inventie, in ca-
zul survenirii unor situatii exceptionale nationale, de
urgenta nationala sau aparitiei unor necesitati sociale
stringente si In conditiile Tn care exista impedimente
esentiale Tn solutionarea eficienta si rapida a acestor
probleme (lipsa interesului titularului de a acorda o
licenta voluntara, cerintele exagerate de pret sau alte
conditii dezavantajoase pretinse de acesta etc.). Co-
respunzator, proiectul are drept scop optimizarea
procedurii de acordare a licentelor obligatorii si sta-
bilirea mecanismului de punere in aplicare a acestei
proceduri, inclusiv prin abilitarea autoritatilor, care
asigura realizarea politicii guvernamentale in domeni-
ile de activitate care le suntincredintate, cu dreptul de
acordare a licentelor obligatorii.

La perfectionarea proiectului de lege, AGEPI a bene-
ficiat de consultanta expertului european Bojan Pret-
nar, in cadrul Proiectului UE, care a Tnaintat un sir de
recomandari in vederea perfectionarii mecanismului
de acordare a licentelor obligatorii.

De asemenea, proiectul a fost discutat si analizat in-

clusiv cu membrii Grupului de lucru instituit in acest
scop, care include reprezentanti ai autoritatilor ce vor
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According to the regulatory procedure, on November
25, the draft law was examined during the meeting of
the secretaries general, being sent for approval to the
authorities and institutions concerned.

In this context, following the finalization of the draft
law based on the opinions/expertise of all interested
institutions, it will go through the subsequent stages
of promoting a normative act, corresponding to the
procedures established by law.

»  Draft Law Amending Some Normative Acts (Law
No. 50/2008 on the Protection of Inventions and
Law No. 1456/1993 on Pharmaceutical
Activity)

The main amendments to the normative act concern
the procedure for granting compulsory licenses for
certain products or processes in various technological
fields, protected by a patent for invention, in case of
exceptional national situations, national emergency
or emergence of urgent social needs and in the con-
ditions where essential impediments exist to the ef-
ficient and speedy resolution of these problems (lack
of interest of the holder to grant a voluntary license,
exaggerated price requirements or other disadvanta-
geous conditions claimed by him, etc.). Accordingly,
the draft aims to optimize the compulsory licenses
granting procedure and to establish the mechanism
for implementing this procedure, including by em-
powering the authorities, which ensure the imple-
mentation of government policy in the areas of activity
entrusted to them, with the right to grant compulsory
licenses.

In improving the draft law, AGEPI benefited from the
consultancy of the European expert Bojan Pretnar,
within the EU Project, who submitted a series of rec-
ommendations with a view to improve the compul-
sory license granting mechanism.

The draft was also discussed and analyzed including
with the members of the Working Group set up for
this purpose, which includes representatives of the

»  Draft Law amending Law No. 66/2008 on the Pro-
tection of Geographical Indications, Appellations
of Origin and Traditional Specialties Guaranteed

The draft in question has for a priority object to elimi-
nate the shortcomings of the protection system, in
order to offer Moldovan producers the opportunity
to benefit from the advantages of designating with
geographical indications, appellations of origin or tra-
ditional specialties guaranteed products that are dis-
tinguished by certain special, specific qualities, repu-
tation or tradition, and also to implement the Geneva
Act of the Lisbon Agreement on Appellations of Origin
and Geographical Indications, adopted at the Diplo-
matic Conference for the revision of the international
registration system protecting names that identify the
geographical origin of products, held from 11 to 21
May 2015, in Geneva, Switzerland.

In order to elaborate the draft law, the Working Group
on the amendment of Law No. 66/2008, composed
of representatives of the Ministry of Agriculture and
Food Industry, National Food Safety Agency, National
Vine and Wine Office, National Accreditation Center
MOLDAC, as well as those of the producers' associa-
tions with geographical indications and appellations
of origin of the Republic of Moldova (for example: As-
sociation of Wine Producers with Geographical Indica-
tion “STEFAN VODA").

The draft was sent to WIPO for examination of
amendments made to Law No. 66/2008 arising from

»  Draft Government Decision on the Mode and
Conditions for Granting Permission to Use the Of-
ficial or Historical Name of the State in the Trade-
mark/Industrial Design

The draft was developed in order to effectively regu-
late the mechanism for granting permission to use
the official or historical name of the state both in the
product and/or service trademark and industrial de-
signs, as well as in order to more effectively monitor
the use of the official or historical name of the state in
the trademark/industrial design.

Thus, through the nominated draft it was proposed
the overall revision of the legal framework governing
the mechanism for granting permissions to use the of-
ficial or historical name of the state in trademarks/in-
dustrial designs, and will be repealed the Government
Decision No. 1425/2003 and approved by the Govern-
ment a new normative act, which incorporates:

a) The Regulations on the Mode and Conditions for
Granting Permission to Use the Official or Historical
Name of the State in the Trademark, Industrial De-
sign, according to Annex No. 1, which contains rules
concerning the requirements for the submission of
applications for the grant of permissions and docu-
ments attached to them, the notification of appli-
cants, the time limits for carrying out the procedures,
the decisions issued by the Commission and the legal
instruments challenging and revoking them,

b) The nominal composition of the Commission, ac-
cording to Annex No. 2;

¢) The Commission Regulation, according to Annex No.
3, which contains rules concerning the tasks of the Com-
mission, the President, the members, the manner of
convening meetings, adopting decisions, drawing up the
minutes, as well as the incompatibilities of the members
to participate in the examination of applications.

»  Draft Government Decree on awarding the Re-
public of Moldova's Government Award “Out-
standing Inventor” for 2021

The Draft Government Decree was elaborated with a
view to awarding the Republic of Moldova’'s Govern-
ment Award “Outstanding Inventor”, established by
the Government Decision No. 291/2000. In this regard,
it should be noted that the 17th edition of the Interna-
tional Specialized Exhibition “INFOINVENT” took place
from 17 to 20 November 2021, in online format. Within
its framework, the academician Gheorghe Tibirna, doc-
tor habilitate in medicine, professor at the State Univer-
sity of Medicine and Pharmacy “Nicolae Testemitanu”
of the Republic of Moldova, oncologist and surgeon,
was considered by the jury of the ISE “INFOINVENT" as
outstanding inventor and nominated candidate for the
Republic of Moldova’'s Government Award, for the cycle
of inventions in the field of medicine.

With regard to the chapter of establishing the coop-
eration relations at international level, during the year
2021, steps were taken in order to complete and coor-
dinate with the relevant authorities the sets of docu-
ments necessary to initiate negotiations on:

»  Draft Agreement on Cooperation between the CIS
Member States to Prevent and Suppress the Use
of False Trademarks and Geographical Indications

The purpose of this Agreement is to create the nec-
essary conditions allowing the Parties to cooperate
in preventing, detecting and suppressing the facts of
production and distribution of goods with false trade-
marks and geographical indications, as well as the
movement of such goods across the customs frontiers
of the CIS Member States. With the entry into force of
that Agreement, it will replace, for the Member States,
the Agreement on Measures for the Prevention and
Repression of the Use of False Trademarks and Geo-
graphical Indications signed in Minsk on June 4, 1999.

»  Draft Agreement on Cooperation between the CIS
Member States on the Protection and Defense of

Promoting Intellectual Property

The activities of promoting the national intellectual
property system from 2021 were aimed at highlight-
ing the importance of IPR protection and enforce-
ment, and also of maintaining the interest for the ex-
ploitation of intellectual creations and their inclusion
in the economic circuit, their target being a large pub-
lic from the republic, among which are researchers,
students and pupils, representatives of the business
environment, especially from the SME sector, author-
ized attorneys, judges, prosecutors, judicial assistants,
clerks, customs officers, librarians, creative people,
university professors and lyceum teachers, etc.

During the period under review, the State Agency on
Intellectual Property organized and participated as a
partner in 69 events: webinars, thematic information
and training seminars, workshops, training courses
in the field of IP, etc., attended by about 2,400 per-
sons, being distributed about 3,000 informative-
promotional materials. The events carried out dur-
ing the year had as target groups: representatives of
educational institutions (25), public institutions (17),
business environment (13), and libraries (2). Also,
among the activities in which AGEPI participated are
4 national contests and 8 exhibitions (4 - in the coun-
try and 4 - abroad) in which relevant information in
the field was disseminated to economic agents and
other beneficiaries of the national intellectual prop-
erty system.

The development of international, regional and bilat-
eral cooperation in the field of intellectual property is
still a major concern of AGEPI, aiming to ensure the
integration of the Republic of Moldova into the inter-
national and European intellectual space and to fulfill
the commitments assumed under the RM-EU Associa-
tion Agreement on IP.

During the period under review, AGEPI made efforts
to maintain and strengthen its cooperation with in-
ternational and regional organizations in the field of
intellectual property, and also with IP offices in differ-
ent countries, by ensuring a constructive and effective
dialogue with external partners. The main objective of
the AGEPI activity on the external dimension in a pan-
demic year was to ensure the interests of the Repub-
lic of Moldova in international fora and to meet the
needs of IPO protection beneficiaries, both national
and foreign.

Thus, in the reference year, the external communica-
tion took place mainly in online format, being created
all the conditions to ensure the participation of the
State Agency on Intellectual Property representatives
in international, regional and bilateral meetings or-
ganized by WIPO, EPO, EUIPO, etc.

AGEPI, as the central administrative authority respon-
sible for representing the Republic of Moldova in the
World Intellectual Property Organization, actively
participates in the events and initiatives launched by
WIPO.

In this context, AGEPI ensured in 2021 as well the rep-
resentation of the country’s interests in the meetings
of the Standing Committees and Working Groups of
the WIPO Member States, actively participating in the
debate on current issues and promoting national pri-
orities in the field of strengthening the national IPR
protection and enforcement system, supporting, at
the same time, the statements of the Central European
and Baltic States Regional Group of which itis a party.

WIPO continued to contribute to the strengthening of
the intellectual property system in Moldova, by pro-
viding support to the organization of events for the
promotion and information on the protection and use
of intellectual property, to the consultation and train-
ing of IP specialists, and also to the realization of joint
projects for the accession of the IP system of the Re-
public of Moldova to the global instruments adminis-
tered by WIPQ, including e-PCT and e-Madrid.

As part of WIPO's support to Member States in the
field of training, AGEPI specialists continued to benefit
from advanced training courses in the field of IP of-
fered free of charge by the WIPO Academy.

Traditionally, specialists of AGEPI and of the State
Commission for Variety Testing have ensured the rep-
resentation of the Republic of Moldova's interests in
the International Union for the Protection of New Va-
rieties of Plants and were involved in the implementa-
tion of the UPOV-Prisma System, an online tool for fil-
ing variety patent applications open for participation
to the member states of UPOV. In March and October,
AGEPI specialists participated in the meetings of the
Working Group on the Development of a UPOV-Pris-
ma Electronic Application Form.

increased attention to the implementation of the
commitments assumed by the Republic of Moldova
under the Association Agreement between the Re-
public of Moldova, of the one part, and the European
Union and the European Atomic Energy Community
and their Member States, on the area of competence
of the institution.

In 2021, AGEPI, as the institution responsible for the
implementation in the Republic of Moldova of the
provisions of the RM-EU AA on intellectual proper-
ty, including in the field of geographical indications,
chaired the Geographical Indications Sub-Committee.
The seventh meeting of the Geographical Indications
Sub-Committee, set up in accordance with Article 306
of the Association Agreement between the Republic
of Moldova and the European Union, was held on 9
December in videoconference format. During the
meeting, the parties exchanged views and informa-
tion on the need to amend and update the lists of
geographical indications of the European Union and
the Republic of Moldova that are parts to the RM-EU
Association Agreement. The implementation stage of
the geographical indications section of the Associa-
tion Agreement was also discussed and the activities
to be carried out by mutual agreement were agreed,
including by promoting a Gl assistance project imple-
mented by the European Union.

During the period under review, AGEPI's cooperation
with the European Union Intellectual Property Office
was intensified, being carried out several bilateral activ-
ities in accordance with the Joint Action Plan agreed for
the years 2020-2021. One of the major achievements
of the cooperation between AGEPI and EUIPO was the
adoption of the Practice Paper: Likelihood of Confusion
(impact of non-distinctive/weak components) - Relative
Grounds for Refusal. This Practice Paper has been pre-
pared in line with the Common Communication result-
ing of the Common Practice of Trade Marks developed
by the European Union Intellectual Property Network
and aimed to give guidance regarding the impact of
non-distinctive/weak components of marks on the as-
sessment of likelihood of confusion. It has been tailor-
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specificul AGEPI, oferind o imagine de ansamblu asu-
pra standardelor de calitate ale oficiului cu referire la
examinarea de fond a marcilor.

view of the Office's quality standards with reference to
the substantive examination of trademarks. The paper
provides a clear and comprehensive explanation of the
principles on which the common practice of marks is
based. These principles will be applied in general and
will cover the vast majority of cases. The paper was
made available to the public in Romanian and English.
The paper is divided into two parts: the first part is a
summary of the criteria addressed, while the second
part provides a full explanation of the specific criteria
applicable in each case.

In December 2021, AGEPI and EUIPO signed a new
Memorandum of Understanding on Bilateral Cooper-
ation. Given the epidemiological situation generated
by the coronavirus pandemic, the paper was agreed
and signed by both parties by correspondence. With
the signing of the Memorandum of Understanding,
AGEPI and EUIPO undertook to expand their coop-
eration in the field of intellectual property in order to
strengthen intellectual property systems and services
by organizing joint actions, exchanging experiences
and implementing joint data integration projects in
the field of trademarks and industrial design. Areas
of cooperation will include the organization of semi-
nars or workshops, online training courses and par-
ticipation in office training activities. The paper also
involves joint activities aimed at increasing respect
for IP rights, as well as addressing the economic as-
pects of the field, including by exchanging experience
and information on the economic impact of innova-
tive and creative industries, conducting studies and
evaluations.

AGEPI's cooperation with the European Patent Office
continued, which, despite the restrictions and difficul-
ties imposed by the pandemic, made progress in im-
plementing the Agreement between the Government
of the Republic of Moldova and the European Pat-
ent Organization on Validation of European Patents
(2013) and in carrying out joint projects and activi-
ties provided for in the AGEPI-EPO Action Plan for the
years 2020-2021. Thus, in 2021 several joint activities

were carried out aimed at taking over the most effec-
tive European practices for the protection of inven-
tions, training AGEPI specialists in seminars organized
by the EPO International Academy, strengthening in-
stitutional capacities of AGEPI to ensure the European
patents validation regime. In November 2021, AGEPI
and the EPO negotiated and signed a new Action Plan
on Bilateral Cooperation with the European Patent
Organization for the 2022-2023 Biennium. Given the
epidemiological situation generated by the coronavi-
rus pandemic, the document was agreed and signed
by both parties by correspondence. With the signing
of the Action Plan, AGEPI and the EPO undertook to
consolidate and multiply the results obtained. The
document addresses both the strategic perspectives
of bilateral cooperation between the Republic of
Moldova and the European Patent Organization, and
some technical aspects of ensuring the protection of
inventions by patent, including the implementation in
our country of the European patent validation system.

During the period under review, AGEPI continued to
implement the bilateral cooperation programs and
agreements signed with the IP offices of other states, in
particular with the EU states, and also with other states
of increased interest for the Republic of Moldova, such
as China, United States of America, Japan, etc.

In 2021, the cooperation relations with the EFTA Mem-
ber States were extended, especially in the context of
AGEPI's participation in the negotiation process on the
Draft Free Trade Agreement between the Republic
of Moldova and the Member States of the European
Free Trade Association, negotiations in which AGEPI
also participated. The first round of negotiations took
place on 23-25 March 2021. In the first round of ne-
gotiations, the parties addressed a number of issues
concerning the general legal provisions of the poten-
tial Agreement, trade in goods and services, trade
facilitation and customs cooperation, rules of origin,
technical barriers to trade, sanitary and phytosanitary
measures, intellectual property rights, sustainable de-
velopment, and improved conditions for cooperation
with the private sector.

AGEPI a continuat sa participe la implementarea pro-
iectelor finantate cu suportul Uniunii Europene.

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In order to advance the negotiation issues on intel-
lectual property, AGEPI and EFTA representatives or-
ganized a series of bilateral sessions focusing on the
intellectual property aspects to be part of the Free
Trade Agreement. Thus, towards the second round of
negotiations, which took place from June 30 to July 2,
the parties came to largely agree on the aspects re-
lated to future commitments in the field of intellec-
tual property protection. The signing of the Free Trade
Agreement between the Republic of Moldova and the
EFTA States will contribute to the strengthening of
trade and economic relations, will facilitate access to
new markets and will attract investment in the main
sectors of the republic, and intellectual property is
part of the bilateral regulatory framework intended to
ensure a favorable investment and trade climate for
both parties to the Agreement.

AGEPI continued to participate in the implementation
of projects funded with the support of the European
Union. It was successfully completed the KnowING IPR
Project “Fostering Innovation in the Danube Region
through Knowledge Engineering and IPR Manage-
ment”, launched on July 1, 2018, and implemented by
December 31, 2021, being funded by the EU through
the Danube Transnational Programme. The project
was implemented by a regional consortium compris-
ing partners from the following countries: Slovenia,
Slovakia, Croatia, the Czech Republic, Bulgaria, Roma-
nia, Germany, Austria, Hungary, Serbia, Bosnia and
Herzegovina, the Republic of Moldova and Ukraine.
The main goal of the KnowING IPR Project was to im-
prove the framework for innovation in the Danube
region by developing a transnational open access
platform and elaborating a set of guidelines and rec-
ommendations for harmonized intellectual property
rights policy across the Danube region.

In the three and a half years of activity, the consorti-
um, whose partner was also the AGEPI, prepared and
reported a total of 137 deliverables and 21 results.
The main result of the project is the KnowING HUB
Platform - a complex online database designed to
provide access to patent information and non-patent

AGEPI continued its cooperation with the project
“Support for Structured Policy Dialogue, Coordination
of the Implementation of the Association Agreement,
and Enhancement of the Legal Approximation Proc-
ess”. With the support of the project, several activities
of increased interest for AGEPI and the intellectual
property system of the Republic of Moldova were car-
ried out, especially in the field of copyright and related
rights. An important contribution was made by the
project to the process of improving the compulsory
licensing mechanism, the activity of improving the
compulsory licensing regime for patents and supple-
mentary protection certificates for the manufacture
and sale of pharmaceutical products. Improving this
mechanism is part of an ample action initiated by
AGEPI in 2020 in the context of the challenges gener-
ated by the COVID-19 pandemic and the process of
identifying solutions to ensure public access to safe
and effective medicines at an affordable price.

In the regional cooperation on the eastern direc-
tion, AGEPI activity in the Interstate Council on Legal
Protection and Defense of Intellectual Property con-
tinued during the reference period. The Interstate
Council was created on the basis of the Agreement
on cooperation in this field and the creation of the In-
terstate Council on Legal Protection and Defense of
Intellectual Property, signed on November 19, 2010,
in St. Petersburg. The Interstate Council includes rep-
resentatives of 9 signatory states to the Agreement:
the Republic of Armenia, the Republic of Belarus, the
Russian Federation, the Republic of Kazakhstan, the
Republic of Kyrgyzstan, the Republic of Moldova, the
Republic of Tajikistan, Ukraine, and the Republic of Uz-
bekistan. The main purpose of the Agreement is to co-
ordinate the joint activity of improving the interstate
system for the protection and defense of intellectual
property and of counteracting IP infringements.
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Tn cadrul sedintei Consiliului Interstatal din 25 august
